Detailed Rationale 

CRISIL has downgraded its rating on the bank facility of Salasar Exteriors and Contour Limited (SECL) to 'CRISIL 

D/CRISIL D' from 'CRISIL BB-/Stable/CRISIL A4+'. 

  

The downgrade reflects overutilization of cash credit limit for more than 30 days and delay in interest payment. The 

delays in is due to stretch in receivables leading to insufficient cash flows.

business. The promoter's have extensive experience in interior and exterior designing business

60 days as indicated by the banker. This is due to stretch in receivables since customers are not making timely 

payments which has led to weak cash flows. 

  

* Working capital intensive operations: SECL's operations are working capital intensive as reflected in its 

gross current asset of 230-280 days in past three years, due to stretch in receivables to 172 days, leading to high 

bank limit utilisation. Inventory is moderately maintained at 60 days.
